Underwritten and run by Pennsylvania American Water, the Wonderful World
of Water Camp provides an opportunity for children to enjoy outdoor fun while
learning about water. The company is partnering with Penn State Extension
Master Watershed Stewards and other local environmental organizations to
organize and host the York-based Wonderful World of Water Camp.

Registration opened May 1 and can be completed online. Space is limited to
25 children for the three-day camp. A deposit of $10 will hold a child’s space,
and the deposit will be refunded upon their arrival at camp.
