“This open house will provide our customers with a
unique opportunity to learn more about the wastewater treatment process and meet the professionals who make
it happen 24/7.”

Attendees
will be asked to sign in at the gate, and a parent or guardian must accompany and be responsible for children
under 18 years of age.
