From adjusting your watering schedule to fixing household leaks, every drop
counts. Here are some helpful tips:

o Water early in the morning or later in the day and even at night to
minimize evaporation. As much as 30 percent of water can be lost by
watering during midday.

o Make use of rainwater by collecting it in rain barrels for use on outdoor
plants and gardens.

o Check sprinkler heads to help ensure water isn't being wasted on
pavement or unwanted areas.

e Use a broom instead of a hose to clean patios, driveways and sidewalks.

e Mulch garden beds to retain moisture and prevent weeds. A two- to
three-inch layer is typically effective.

e Set your mower higher. Grass cut to 2.5 to 3.5 inches is more drought-
resistant and healthier overall.

o Check for leaks. Even small leaks can waste thousands of gallons of
water each year. 10 percent of homes have leaks that waste 90 gallons
or more per day.
