¢ Non-profit 501c3 organizations can apply for a grant for a project by visiting our Spread Good Energy
Hometown Grants website.

e Completed applications must be received by 5 p.m. on March 2.

e Evergy will select 10 projects to move to a public voting phase. Evergy will then ask customers/public to
“vote” for their favorite project on Evergy’s Facebook page. Voting will take place between March 10 and
March 24.

e The top four projects receiving the most votes on Facebook will be declared the winners and will each be
given up to $10,000 for their project. The winning projects will be announced on March 28.

e Evergy volunteers will partner with the non-profit organizations to work on the projects April 14 - 30, 2023.
