West Sweden on the Rise

The BBC has named Sweden’s West Coast one of Europe’s top destinations for 2025, celebrating Bohuslan’s granite
archipelago, fresh seafood, and Gothenburg’s sustainability credentials. Two new circular trails opened in May on Kall6-Knippla
(4 km) and Hyppeln (3 km), easily reached via free ferries from Gothenburg.

Meanwhile, Kusthotellet, a new nature-focused spa hotel, is slated to open late summer 2025 on Styrs6 Island in the
Gothenburg Archipelago, blending modern comforts with West Sweden’s rugged charm.

Nature Meets Design on Sérmlandsleden

Just south of Stockholm, the Sérmlandsleden hiking trail (over 1,000 km) is getting an architectural upgrade. In July 2025,
three student-designed shelters will open along the route:

o Fageré (Katrineholm) — Forest hideaway
o Véstra Femoére (Oxeldsund) — Archipelago vistas
o Orstigsnas Skans (Nykdping) — Coastal scenery

« Ergo. (Stockholm)— Awarded its first star, this elegant Ostermalm establishment presents detailed cooking rooted in
classic French techniques, complemented by modern influences.

¢ Hoze (Gothenburg) — This minimalist sushi restaurant, seating just six guests, earned its first star for its omakase-style
dining experience, showcasing exceptional seafood and meticulous preparation.

« Frantzén (Stockholm) — Retaining its three-star status, this restaurant continues to set the benchmark for fine dining in
Sweden.

¢ AIRA (Stockholm), Aloé (Stockholm), Volimers (Malmg), and VYN (Simrishamn)— Each maintaining their two-star
ratings, these restaurants exemplify the diversity and excellence of Sweden's dining scene.
